However, some
introductory courses for General Education and several
courses for International Japan Studies in the Facuilty
of Humanities and Social Sciences are taught in
English.

(2) Graduate Levels:

Courses in the Departments of Informatics, Science,
Engineering, and Agriculture are taught in English.
