Industry: Fieldwork in Hamamatsu (Yamaha Innovation Road, Suzuki History Museum,
Shizuoka University Hamamatsu Campus). Tea experience.

Anime and Subculture Experience: Visit to "Surugaya" for an anime and subculture
tour.

Traditional Culture: Experience of Japanese festival.

Additionally, to learn about Japanese and Shizuoka culture and history, we will also have
city tours of Shizuoka (visiting sites like Shizuoka Sengen Shrine, the History Museum,
and Sunpu Castle Park). We will also visit the world's longest wooden pedestrian bridge,
Horai Bridge.
