Academic Studies A
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The majority of courses are open to exchange students.

> Undergraduate level : Most courses are conducted
in Japanese. Students need Japanese language
proficiency equivalent to JLPT N2 to N1 (CEFR B2 to
C1) or higher in order to study their major and keep
up with specialized courses.

> Graduate Level: Some introductory courses will be
offered in English. Some lectures in Agriculture,
Science, Engineering, and Information Science are
conducted in English, while all lectures in
Humanities, Social Sciences, and Education are
conducted in Japanese.

l Exchange students may take courses offered by
faculties other than the one to which they are assigned,
with the approval of their academic advisor.
