The Japanese Language Program is held for 15 weeks. It is open to all international students
at Shizuoka University. The program aims to help students develop skills in everyday
communication, making presentations, and report writing. To accomplish this, the
Organization for International Collaboration offers five levels of classes: Japanese 1 for
beginners, Japanese 2 for elementary learners, Japanese 3 for lower-intermediate learners,
Japanese 4 for upper-intermediate learners, and Japanese 5 for advanced learners. Placement
tests will be given to assess students' levels and determine their class allocation. Although
Academic credits are offered as General Education classes to Exchange Students, Japanese
Studies Students, and Full-time Students (Undergraduate and Graduatg), they are not counted
for graduation.
